ETHICAL HACKING AND CYBER SECURITY WORKSHOP
DATE: 21-04-2022 to 23-04-2022

CONTEXT:
Ethical hacking and cyber security workshop was conducted by cyber security club of GCET in collaboration with Suprajatechnolgies in Geethanjali college of engineering and technology on the above mentioned dates.

Learning Objective: 
In this 3-day Workshop, students will learn about the essential building blocks and basic concepts around cybersecurity such as Confidentiality, Integrity, Availability, Security Architecture, Security Policies, and so on. In addition to these concepts, students were exposed to real time hacking techniques and measures to resolve them.  How to protect them-selves from the cyber-attacks, how to respond to them were keenly explained.
And also to learn the industry content students were also offered internships.

About the company:
Supraja technologies is a company solely based on cyber security and it has been successful in giving internships to many students who are currently successfully flourishing in their career. They believe in team commitment and always value creators.

DESCRIPTION

DAY 1:
The day 1 of the workshop was the warm up and introduction session. Students were given introduction and detailing about the workshop process and the process of the internship selection. During the morning session, the speaker gave quite a good reference to the main terminologies included in the cyber security and the main definitions needed for the future reference. Students were also introduced to types of hackers and their role in the field. Phase of ethical hacking were deeply covered. The session became more engaging while the orator asked the students to check on “how secure is their password”, and gave little hints on how google can reveal their data like location and activity without their knowledge.

The lecturer encouraged students to include cyber security as their choice of career and gave students on how to proceed further or make progress in the field. The basic and high-level certifications were introduced to students and explained about their importance.
In the afternoon session, students were engaged with some hands-on spoof mailing activity which made them understand how spam mails or phishing mails are sent by hackers. Many port numbers and the process of 3-way handshake were explained. The speaker also explained about various layers of OSI model and their significance.


Day 2:
On the second day, the orator gave a hint about various response codes and gave detailing about how IP addresses are used. But the main activity on day 2 was “SNIFFING”. The students were given a detailing on what sniffing is and how to tackle the flags in them. The lecturer performed some sniffs and explained about on how to proceed during various levels.
The activity was very engaging as students competed among themselves to crack the hint given and find the flag. All the students actively participated and were successful in finding most of the flags. The students also got to know about the sniffing tool called “Wireshark”. During the sniffing top student’s names were also noted to be evaluated for the internship selection. Over-all the sniffing activity was one of the exciting parts on the session.

During the afternoon session the orator introduced a top called “steganography”. Students were asked to find out the hidden message in images and voice notes using random steganographic tools. Exploring different tools through browsing and trying to find the morse codes hidden in voice notes and this activity was yet another exciting part. Students had found some tools and found out the hidden messages in them. After the hands-on activity the lecturer introduced a website called google dorks. Overall  second day students were excited about learning new thing and experiencing them.

Day 3:
The third day was yet another exciting day where the lecturer introduced to website vulnerabilities. Students were given examples of how the vulnerabilities work and different types on vulnerabilities found. Further students were asked to find out more such web applications with vulnerabilities and this activity kept them engaged. Most of the students were successful in finding out various steganographic tools.

During the afternoon session assessment including the basics taught during the whole workshop was conducted to shortlist the students for the internship. From a total of 130 students 53 got selected for the internship.The selected students and all the participants were given participation certificates and certificates of appreciation. The students who got selected were also given their offer letters. Important speeches were delivered by the CEO of supraja technologies Mr. SantoshChaluvadiand the hod of cse department Mrs. SreeLakshmi. Students were enlightened by the career guidance given and the knowledge acquired through the workshop.

About the event:
A 3-day bootcamp on Ethical Hacking and CyberSecurity fundamentals followed by a Hackathonwas organized by the Cyber Security Club of GCET and Department of Computer Science in association with Supraja technologies in Geethanjali College of Engineering and Technology during the mentioned time period.

Objective
The primary objective of the event was to educate participants on the fundamentals of cyber security and ethical hacking, with the aim of increasing their knowledge and understanding of the importance of securing digital assets and protecting against cyber threats. Through the bootcamp, participants were introduced to various cyber security concepts and practices, such as data encryption, network security, and ethical hacking techniques. By the end of the event, participants were able to have a strong grasp of the fundamentals of cyber security and ethical hacking, and were better equipped to safeguard their digital assets and mitigate cyber risks.The event was also aimed at encouraging participants to pursue careers in cyber security and related fields by showcasing the diversity of opportunities available and the importance of this field in the digital age

Description
Day – 1
On the first day of the bootcamp, the participants were welcomed and introduced to the program. 
The instructors then moved on to discussing the basics of cyber security, including the different types of hackers, such as black hat, white hat, and grey hat hackers. The participants were given an overview of the motives and characteristics of each type of hacker, as well as the tools and techniques they use to exploit vulnerabilities in networks and software. Some common technical terms used in the domain were explained to the participants.
Next, the instructors introduced the participants to small vulnerabilities that are commonly found in networks and software. The session covered topics such as weak passwords, unsecured Wi-Fi networks, location-disclosing applications and phishing attacks. The participants were taught how to identify and protect against these vulnerabilities, and how to respond in case of an attack.Instructors elaborated the concept of Cyber laws and how these laws are designed to protect individuals and organizations from cyber-crimes, such as hacking, identity theft, and cyberbullying.
The session also included hands-on exercises, where the participants were given the opportunity to practice identifying and exploiting vulnerabilities in some known environments. Some vulnerabilities were disclosed to students, which helped them understand the importance of implementing security measures in real-world situations.
Overall, the first day of the bootcamp provided an engaging and interactive introduction to the world of cyber security, laying the foundation for the more advanced concepts that would be covered in the following days. The participants were left with a better understanding of the basics of cyber security.
Day 2
On the second day of the bootcamp, participants delved deeper into the world of cyber security, starting with a discussion on cookies. The instructors explained how cookies work, their importance in online transactions, and the risks associated with storing sensitive information in cookies. Participants learned how to manage and delete cookies to protect their online privacy and security.
The instructors also introduced participants to the phases of ethical hacking, including reconnaissance, scanning, gaining access, maintaining access, and covering tracks. Participants learned how these phases work together to help identify and exploit vulnerabilities in systems, as well as how to defend against attacks by understanding these phases.
Next, the participants were reminded of the importance of being cautious about logging in to every website they come across. The instructors emphasized the importance of verifying the authenticity of websites before sharing sensitive information and provided practical tips for safe browsing via temp emails.
The session then moved on to safer mailing options, where the participants were introduced to encrypted email services and how they can be used to protect sensitive information. Finally, the instructors covered virus identification, discussing how to identify common signs of a virus. 
Overall, the second day of the bootcamp provided participants with a deeper understanding of cyber security concepts and practical skills to protect against cyber threats. Participants left the session with the knowledge and confidence to navigate the online world more safely and securely.
Day 3
On the third day of the bootcamp, the focus shifted to practical tools and techniques for monitoring and protecting networks. The participants were introduced to software tools that could be used to monitor network traffic and capture packets. They learned how to use these tools to identify user activities and find suspicious behavior on their network.
The session started with an overview of network monitoring and the different types of network traffic that can be captured, such as HTTP, FTP, and SMTP. The instructors explained how to use packet capture tools to analyze network traffic and identify patterns that may indicate suspicious behavior.The session also included hands-on exercises, where participants had the opportunity to use these tools to analyze real-world network traffic and user activity data.
Participants were given tasks where they were provided with captured packets of some networks and were asked to find details of users, their login activities, shared files and user activity.The speaker discussed various response codes and provided detailed information on the use of IP addresses. However, the primary focus of the day was on the topic of "sniffing". Participants received a comprehensive explanation of what sniffing is and how to identify the flags associated with it. The speaker demonstrated how to proceed at different levels during sniffing.
The speaker introduced the concept of "steganography". Participants were challenged to find hidden messages in images and voice notes using various steganographic tools. They explored different tools by browsing and attempting to identify morse codes hidden in voice notes, making it another exciting aspect of the day. Participants were able to discover some tools and uncover hidden messages using them.
At the end of day 3, an assessment was conducted before the hackathon to assess participants and the knowledge gathered by them during the 3-day bootcamp.

Hackathon
The hackathon began on 25th March at 5PM and continued until 26th March 12PM. The goal of the hackathon was to challenge the participants and assess the skills acquired by them during the bootcamp.The cyber security hackathon was a challenging event that put participants' skills to the test in a variety of security aspects. The event featured multiple challenges, including steganography, capture the flag, packet tracing, and more. In the steganography challenge, participants had to uncover hidden messages within images or other media. The capture the flag challenge required participants to find and exploit vulnerabilities in a simulated system. Packet tracing involved analyzing network traffic to identify potential threats or suspicious activity. Throughout the hackathon, participants were also exposed to other security-related tasks and puzzles that required a deep understanding of cyber security principles and tools. Overall, the hackathon provided an excellent opportunity for participants to showcase their skills, learn new techniques, and collaborate with like-minded individuals.
